Bailey fathered Robert, 1790, Georgia
Robert fathered Robert Bailey, 1820, Georgia
My Great Grandparents were Robert Bailey Chandler (above) and Mary Jane Wade.
Both were born in Georgia.
a. They were married sometime around 1840 and lived in Winston County,
Mississippi as adults
b. Robert Bailey Chandler died at age 53 and Mary Jane Wade died at age 67.
c. They had 15 children
My Grandfather, Oliver Henry, was their 14" child born in 1873, when his mother was
45
Oliver Henry Chandler married Mary Jane Ellis in 1897
My Grandparents, Oliver and Mary Jane Ellis Chandler had 8 Children
a. My Father, Marshall, was their 7" child born in 1916
Marshall married Clara, 10/16/1937
a. Sometime in 1939 or so, they moved to Eudora, Arkansas
b. Clara gave birth to Barbara Lynn (4/3/40), Rebecca Jo (10/8/46), and Ronald
Monroe (2/20/53)
Ronald married Sharon Renee Flowers, 8/13/77
a. Renee gave birth to Rebekah Hope (1/9/82) and Rachel Clare (2/9/85)
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
